The [ LD OO HDDITHDIITI (japanesegarden.com)
has been proclaimed one of the most authentic Japanese gardens outside
of Japan. Encompassing 5.5acresand o ering ve separate garden
styles, the garden includes an authentic Japanese teahouse, meandering
streams, intimate walkways, and an unsurpassed view of Mount Hood.

Experience the charm of a bygone era as you stroll through the
OOEHO I (pittockmansion.com). This beautiful estate
perched above downtown was the home of Henry Pittock, founding
publisher of The Oregonian newspaper, and his wife Georgiana Pittock,
who founded the Portland Rose Society in 1888, laying the groundwork
for the annual Rose Festival. Admire antique furnishingsand nearts

inside the mansion and idyllic views from the surrounding gardens.

Round the day out at the [ /11100 O D E o
(portlandchinesegarden.org), an authentic Ming Dynasty garden that
features covered walkways, bridges, open colonnades and pavilions. This
urban oasis built by artisans from Portland s Chinese sister city, Suzhou,
inspires and engages all who visit.
